This course continues the study of grammar, mechanics, and usage from English Composition I and builds on the principles of 
formal academic writing to assist the student to develop an informed and committed stance on a topic and to use writing to 
share this stance with particular audiences for particular purposes. Quality academic standards of writing will include clarity 
and grammatical correctness of expression, neatness, accuracy of spelling, and adherence to designated writing form and 
style. American Psychology Association (APA) format is the primary style for writing academic papers in this course. 
Experiences will be provided to apply writing principles and APA format.
